“Mrs, Berry, the mother of the dead
bay, is prostrated as the result of the
sudden spuffing out of the life of her
only son  Although she did not wit-
nggs the accident, she saw the mang-
led Dody ar It pexe placed in the ae-
bulance and taken to the hospital,
aftor which she was completely over-
come. Two nyrses and several physi-
clang attended her continually last
night

A sondl plece of skin was all that
held the left limh to the body at the
hip. when tho boy was taken from be-
neath the car The leg was complete-
ly. severed at the hospital. No_otber
part of his body, with the cxception
of a small serateh on his face, was
injured

All the medical ald of four physi-
claps ut 1the hospital could not main-
tain hfe in the young body. Every
effort was made to Keep the heart
heating, but the-attempts were. un-
availing and death reljgved the suff-
erings of the boy at 13:07 o'clock
The accident occurred at 9 456 o'clock
